4.	MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
4.1	Councillors were asked to review the Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 12th May. All agreed and Chair signed them off.

5.	FINANCIAL CLARIFICATION 
5.1	Financial Report – Bank reconciliation as at 31st May, the current account balance was £21,199.06. PC unpresented payments, £1,240.92 resulting in a current account balance of £19,958.14. Broken down as follows: Playground H&S funds £239.37, Ditches funds £1,670.00, Speed sign funds £4,014.14; PC funds £14,034.63. PC deposit account £10,657.43.
5.2	All Cllrs reviewed and agreed BACS run. 
5.3	The PC received two applications from parishioners for Cllr vacancies. Following presentations from both parishioners, both were co-opted onto the PC. The PC wish to welcome back Cllrs George and Anderson, who then signed their Register of Interest and Declaration of Acceptance of Office forms. 
5.4	Cllrs reviewed Complaints policy. Cllr Elkington proposed that the PC adopts the complaints policy as presented. Cllr Clark seconded. All agreed.
